Preparing your taxes can be 
taxing ï not to mention ex-
hausting! Fortunately, there's 
some tricks to making tax time 
a little less frustrating.  

Gather all your tax  
documents . This will include 
your W2s, any interest state-
ments, stock trades, IRA con-
tributions, and so forth. What 
documents you will need  
depends on your particular  
situation. Did you buy or sell 
stocks last year? If so, get out 
your trade confirmations. Did 
you buy or sell a house? Get 
out your escrow statement or 
closing papers. Did you take 
classes? Find a statement 
from your college showing 
tuition and fees you paid. 

Don't try to do your taxes all 
at once.  Rome wasn't built in 
a day. There are 11 Steps to 
figuring your taxes. Do one 
step at a time. If you do one 
step a day, you'll give yourself 
plenty of time to carefully put it 
all together. Even tax profes-
sionals don't finish a tax return 
all at once. It is very useful to 
step back, rest for a day or 
two, and then approach the 
tax return with a new perspec-
tive.

Cherokee Indians controlled the area today known as Fannin County when the first white settlements appeared. Unlike 

much of the rest of Georgia, Fannin County's first settlers did not come from the East, but from the north. Written ac-

counts date these earliest settlements to 1790. 

Crossing the Appalachian Mountains to Fort Loudon (now Tennessee), the first settlers followed the Tennessee River 

south, where they took the Ocoee-Toccoa to the wide, fertile valley that separates the Cohuttas and Blue Ridge Moun-

tains in Fannin County. Coastal Georgians began to push the Cherokee further west and this land was surrendered by 

the Cherokee in 1835 under the terms of the Treaty of New Echota. In 1838 the Cherokee were forced to leave in a trav-

esty today known as the Trail of Tears. 

Fannin County was created in 1854 from portions of Union County and Gilmer County, with Morganton as the first county 

seat. Col. James Fannin, for whom the county is named, was a hero in the Texas War for Independence. Ordered by 

Sam Houston to pull back from a fortified position in Goliad, Fannin was surrounded by forces under the command of 

Gen. José de Urrea in the battle of Coleto. Fannin surrendered his force of about 400 men, who were later massacred. 

Tourism picked up with the completion of the railroad to Blue Ridge, but this boon was short-lived. Starting in the 1950's 

tourism surged again in the county. With the completion of the Georgia Mountain Parkway in 1986 this trickle became a 

flood.  

Much of the land in Fannin County is under Forest Service management. Beginning as the Cherokee and later the Geor-

gia National Forest, today's Chattahoochee National Forest is a gem in Fannin County's crown. Managed for use by all 

Americans the land creates jobs, offers recreational opportunities and preserves ecologically sensitive areas from over-

use.
